A Lafayette Square
Open House

Twenty-five years ago, First Lady Jacque-
line Kennedy fought to preserve the historic
nature of Lafayette Square. Today, thanks
to her efforts, the park in front of the White
House combines eighteenth, nineteenth and
twentieth century buildings in a living archi-
tectural guide to the capital city’s history. To
mark this quarter century anniversary, four-
teen museums, government offices and pri-
vate houses will open their doors to the pub-
lic for visits on Saturday, September 23,
between 11:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.

Free tours, exhibits, music and dramatic
performances, and children’s activities are
scheduled throughout the day. Thee in-
clude a tour of the Cash Room of the Treas-
ury Building, a performance of historic
hymns by the St. John’s Church, a visit to
the Decatur House, the home of one of
America’s first naval heroes, an opportunity
to learn how the White House was built and
furnished, a visit with the Curators from the
Blair House, the U.S. Diplomatic House,
complimentary refreshments and tour of the
Presidential Suite at the historic Hay-Adams
Hotel and other interesting learning opportu-
nities.

The Treasury Historical Association, along
with the White House Historical Association,
St. John’s Church and the Dorothea de
Schweintz Preservation Services Fund, is
assisting in the funding of costs associated
with this special historical, educational
event.

The Open House event is free; pick up your
free “Park Pass” and guidebook on the day
of the event at any participating location.
